Formatting requirements
The volume of the article, including annotations and references, ranges from 6 to 10 pages. 

Format: Microsoft Word, Times New Roman font, 14 pt. Interlinear space – 1.0. Margins: left – 3cm., top, right, bottom – 2cm. Width alignment. The paragraph indentation – 1.25. Figures, graphs, tables should be given inside the text. 

It is necessary to indicate the UDC index that reveals the content of the article (in the upper left corner in bold).
Then, the TITLE of the ARTICLE in capital letters in bold after one interval in the center. Afterwards, the first and last name of the author/s are separated by one interval. On the next line in italics – the name of the organization, city, country. The email address is in italics on the next line. 

After one interval an abstract should be given (at least 120 words), which briefly describes the subject of the study, the main methods and results. It is also necessary to add keywords (at least 7 words), which should be placed after the abstract. 
The main text begins one line apart. 

The references to sources are given in square brackets [6, p.7]. The “Reference list” is given at the end of the article in the order of mention. The authors of the articles are fully responsible for the accuracy and reliability of information, citations, links and the lists of references.
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
